ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA – Please read this information carefully, as your application form will be automatically rejected if you do not meet ALL of the eligibility criteria listed below.  To apply for these scholarships, you must:
· Be a Commonwealth citizen, refugee, or British protected person;

· Be permanently resident in a developing Commonwealth Country.  For a full list of eligible countries, visit http://bit.ly/cscuk-developing-cw-countries;  
· Be available to start your academic studies in the UK in September 2016;
· Hold, by August 2016, a First Degree at undergraduate level equivalent to at least a UK Upper Second Class Honours degree;

· Applicants whose first language is not English must have already met the University’s English Language requirements by 1 February 2016. Some Schools require a standard of English higher than the University minimum.  You should have a valid test result, which is normally no more than two years old by your official start date at the University of Leeds.  Examples of an acceptable English Language Standard can be found at: http://www.leeds.ac.uk/projectleeds/info/123100/admissions/143/entry_requirements;

· Not have studied or worked for one (academic) year or more in a developed country;

· Be unable, either yourself or through your family, to pay to study in the UK;
· Be willing to confirm that they will return to their home country as soon as possible after the end of your award;

METHOD OF APPLICATION
· Applicants MUST first submit the relevant study application form and be in receipt of a Student ID Number

· Applicants must complete all sections of the application form, with strict observation of any word limits.  Please do not include any other documents with the form, such as transcripts or CVs, as they will be disregarded.

APPLICATION PROCEDURE & RESULT
Applicants will receive an automated email confirming receipt of the application.  Applications are logged by the Postgraduate Scholarships Office and passed on to the relevant Schools for initial consideration.  Each School selects a shortlist of applicants who they wish to recommend for the award.  The Group on Scholarships, Studentships and Prizes then meets to consider the shortlists and select the recommendations for awards and reserves, which is then sent to the Commonwealth Scholarship Commission for final approval.  Applicants can expect to be notified of the outcome of their application by the end of June 2016.  The University will publish the names of the successful applicants within the University and externally on the University website.
